Approximately 50% of those custonstrsuld have water
available before winter sets in. Construction a$ fbroject will be completed
in the spring of 2007.

Painting and Maintenance of Water Towers SIRWA entered into a
contract with Utility Services of Atlanta, Georgit maintain our 37 water
towers. They painted 6 towers last year and andiher2006. Our goal is to
have a new coat of paint on each tower every 1@syé&ach tower will have
an inside and outside visual inspection completeeryeyear. Every three
years, each tower will be drained in order to waghand touch up the paint
on the interior. These water towers are a sizeasdet for SIRWA and with
the proper maintenance, should last about 100 years
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
